SUBJECT: U.S. Customs and Border Protection Directive on Automated 
External Defibrillators (AEDs) for Non-Healthcare Providers 

On December 18, 2024, CBP issued the U.S. Customs and Border Protection Directive on 
Automated External Defibrillators (A EDs) for Non-Healthcare Providers. The purpose of this 
directive is to establi sh guidelines to ensure CBP personnel understand their ro les and 
responsibilities regarding the use of AEDs, establish guidelines fo r procurement and placement 
of AED at CBP fac ilities, establ ish reporting requ irements, and to establish standardized training 
across al l CBP offices. 

This policy will bring CBP into compliance with Public Law 106-505, Public Health 
Improvement Act, Department of Homeland Security (OHS) Directive 066-0 I, Safety and Health 
Programs, and OHS Directive 066-07, Automated External Defibrillators (AED) Program for 
DHS Employees.
